
Part-Time Students (D–5b) 

A part-time student is a school age minor or an adult 18 to 21, inclusive, taking 1 or 2 classes as 
part of the Open Enrollment Policy, home schooling, or private school provisions of Wisconsin 
Act 25.  A student with special needs can be part-time as determined by his/her individual 
educational plan.
