The first meeting will take place on Wednesday, September 9th during 2nd hour. Students should report directly to the Little Theater.

These students will be on Student Council through the month of September and will be held to the point system they agreed to follow.

Elections for Student Council executive board positions will be held

Sometime in the first two weeks of October. Students wishing to run for these positions need to meet the requirements of the Student Council constitution and a nomination form. Elections will take place during

Lunch hours under the supervision of staff. All students are eligible to vote.

Elections for the Class officer positions will take place within ten days following the Executive board elections. Students that ran unsuccessfully for an executive board position may seek a class officer position. These elections will also take place during lunches under the guidance of staff and the newly elected executive board.

Elections in future years will take place as listed in the student Council Constitution. Elections will be in the spring previous to the next school year.
