Welcome to the 2011 – 2012 School Year!
What a great running start we had to our school year. On Thursday, counselor, Ms. Tomchek, School Resource Officer Harcus, and I met with all grade levels of students. We welcomed all new students and addressed students about the importance of choosing a positive attitude each day. I talked about our school-wide goal of improving attendance by 5%. The Wisconsin Department of Public Instruction rates us on our “Adequate Yearly Progress” (AYP) each year. Last year we passed in all areas except for in the area of attendance. AYP requires an attendance rate of 85% for all schools. Unfortunately our attendance rate last year was 81%. We are working with all students, parents and staff on this attendance goal.
