     We will also be talking about Families, identifying the letters: Dd, Ee, Ff, identifying the numbers 0-8, and reviewing the shapes.  Please work on these at home too.


     I will begin assessing the children for the first trimester report cards next week.  Please make sure you review counting to 10, count 5 objects accurately, identify the numbers 0-5, name the basic colors, identify the shapes (circle, square, rectangle and triangle), and identify the letters of the alphabet, especially Aa through Dd.
